

What other fish or aquatic pets can I surrender?

	Splendid Rescues focuses on rescuing, rehabilitating and rehoming fish or aquatic pets in need. These animals are often overlooked and we strive to make them live their lives to the fullest. We understand that betta fish are not the only fish that are neglected, so we also offer additional surrenders for people who have a fish or aquatic pet that they can’t take care of anymore.
	We do not have unlimited space, so we can not accept any large fish or aquatic animals. 

	Guidelines for fish surrenders:

	If you have a fish that you can’t take care of anymore, we will do everything we can to take it in. However, there is a limitation concerning your fish that may restrict your eligibility to surrender your fish to us. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]	Your fish or aquatic pet can’t be bigger than five inches from it’s mouth to the end of it’s tail. The reason that your fish or aquatic pet can’t be any larger than five inches is because we simply don’t have the space for a separate quarantine tank for each individual fish that comes in that large. We can’t keep surrendered fish together in case one has a disease that can affect other fish in the tank.
	

	Guidelines for aquatic animal surrenders:

	“Aquatic animal” refers to any animal that lives most (if not all) of it’s life in water. Some examples of an aquatic animal are:
· African Dwarf Frogs
· Fiddler Crab/Mud Crab
· Mystery/Apple Snails
